Nothing
herein shall be construed to create a general partnership between the parties, or to
authorize any party to bind the other, except as set forth in this Service Contract, or
to borrow money on behalf of another party, or to use the credit of any party for any
purpose.

V. WARRANTIES SECURITY

1. The CONTRACTOR warrants that there are no actions, suits or
proceedings pending or threatened, which may have a material adverse effect on its
ability to fulfill its obligations under this Contract or on its operations, business,
properties, assets or business condition.

2. All taxes, amounts, claims, and expenses pertaining to clearances,
licenses, permits, registrations or renewals thereof, required by PAGCOR or the
appropriate government entities for the Services to be performed under this Service
Contract shall be for the exclusive account of the CONTRACTOR.
